Antennas (Part I)

Last month we left off with impedance matching still not discussed,
Impedance nmatching is the matching of the total resistance (measured
in-ohms§ between the antenna, lead-in, and TV set. The impedance of
the three must be equal or a loss in signal strength occurs. If all
three had an inpedance of 300 ohms, a perfect match thus no loss occurs,
Most antennas have a fair inpedance nmatch, -

For all you apartment dwellers, Jerrold has developed a new concept
in indoor antennas which has its elements printed directly on a mat-
like structure which can be put in the attic or even under the living
room rug (keep the+dids off the antenna, Ma-Hit). The unit called the
Magic Carpet, sells for $10 and supposedly hes & gain almost as good
as a conicdl (about 8db).

A good way to.s.up up your dx system is to stock antennas. ¢ SPHER$h
Stacking adus roughly 28% of the gain of a single antenna to the ar-
ray. Thus an antcnna with a gain of 12db should have a gain of about
15ub when stackeu. If & stacking Kit is not available, you can make
your own usin;; luw-less line. The July issue of "Dxing Horizons"
cuntains a chart un stacking distence, T

A type of antenna rarely uscd by dx'ers but highly popular amoung
scientists, ctc. is callcu the helix. This type of antenna is easy to
construct, gives high uniforn gein and broad bandwidth. This type
antenna consists ouf a helical wire of usually 4«30 turns of wite set
horizontally against a vertical ground plane., This would be an ex-
cellent antenna for VHF because of its gein and bandwidth., A helix

consisting of ten turns syvould give a gein of arcund 15 ¢b. One
having 20 turns gives about 18 db., This is the practical linit., The
helix should be wound with large diameter copper wire. The ground
plane is usually nace of sheet alw.znun, but if a VHF model is desiréd
I think aluninun screenin, w.ould ce a soud jobe. The helix should be
supported by sure type of insulator. - - e e e

The helix dianeter four VHF should be & 5i". The turns spacing is
3 anu five eighths inch., The ninimum | round plane ciameter is 97,
Scund pretty geodf aading turns and increasin;: ground plane diameter
will increase the pgain, Of course y u can stack helixs' toc. Make
sure that the ground plane woues not touch the helix, which sk .uld be
insulated as it passes throurh the center of the griund plane tc the
lead-in, If you are using 300 chn le ¢ ycu will have to use a match-
ing transfortier because the helix has an impedance of 75-95 ohms.
